TENNESSEE CATS
TAKE ON COLORADO
WITH THE HELP OF FOSTER HOMES
The cold weather in Colorado
greatly reduces the number of
intakes of cats and kittens from
our community. Kitten season in
Colorado generally starts in
March and can last all the way
through October. There are some
states who don’t have that break,
and kitten season can be a year-
round journey for them. We
recently tackled a monumental
transfer of 74 cats and kittens
from several Tennessee shelters. 

      Our amazing transfer and foster
team, of staff and volunteers,
worked diligently the day our new
feline friends arrived. With a large
transfer like this, we needed all
hands on deck to complete their
intake exams, double check for any
health concerns, and then get them
to the appropriate foster home. Our
dedicated fosters were lined up and
eager to take on this challenge.
     The large transfer from
Tennessee had a wide variety of
cats and kittens of all ages,
medical, and socialization needs.
Our foster team has recruited the
most fantastic group of fosters to
assist us with transfers like this. We
wouldn’t be able to do this without
our fosters who open their homes to
animals in need. We are always
looking to recruit new fosters in our
area to help with these types of
situations.
